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(and a long history) are on the Fruška 
Gora, the hills that relieve the flatness  
of Vojvodina along the Danube north of 
Belgrade. Many young winemakers here 
are experimenting with natural, biodynamic, 
organic, and amphora wines, making it Serbia’s 
most dynamic wine region. The sandy 
Subotica and Tisa wine regions in the far 
north are both geographically and culturally 
much more Hungarian than Serbian.

The town of Smederevo south of Belgrade 
gives its name to the white Smederevka grape 
(Bulgaria’s Dimiat), producing scarcely 
memorable off-dry whites, but a few 
producers are making more interesting 
wines from Riesling, Chardonnay, and 
Cabernet Sauvignon. The local Prokupac 
grape is Serbia’s local flagship grape for 
reds. Increased interest in what is local is 
resulting in some creditable Morava, a 
Sauvignon-like Serbian crossing, as well as 
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
